 Our faith centers – neither on our doctrines, nor on the traditions of our particular church, nor on our 

service to our city and the world beyond – but on a Person:  a Person whom we believe to be, and may have 

experienced to be, both the perfect Human Being and “very God of very God” – a Person whom we take to be 

the Source of everything good about us and what we do – a Person whom we love and follow and depend on 

as Someone who is alive here and now.

We go out of 

our way to invite others who don’t yet know Him (or could know Him better) to give Him a second look and 

to open their hearts and minds to the One who reaches out to strike up a relationship.   

To that end, let us, as the Spirit enables and our friends and family members allow, share what a 

difference this resurrected, living Savior has made for us, and invite those we care about to join us for Easter’s 

celebration (or any other church event) – perhaps to experience something of the presence of this living and 

loving Savior.
